Name of Action:

Application of Alum in Honeoye Lake to Control the Internal Release and Recycling of Phosphorus.

Description of Action:

The action involves deep water application of 120,000 gallons of liquid alum (aluminum sulfate) to the 800 acre portion of Honeoye
Lake where the water is more than 18 feet deep. Alum is to be introduced at a depth of more than 6 feet. The alum application is
expected to take approximately 7 days, and would be done either prior to June 15 or after September 15 to avoid the peak boating
and recreation season. The intention of the application is for the alum to settle to the lake bottom and tightly bond with phosphorus
in the bottom sediments to prevent the release of phosphorus into the lake water, especially when the deep water experiences
anoxia during the summer growing season. This is intended to mitigate mid and late summer algal blooms that have historically
occurred in Honeoye Lake. The action requires funding from local municipal sources, local project administration, coordination
with law enforcement agencies to ensure a safe zone around the application barge during the application, and a State Pollution
Discharge Elimination System permit from the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation. All lakeshore property
owners and residents will be notified at least 5 days in advance of the start of the application by both newspaper notices and flyers
mailed or delivered to each property owner and resident.

Application will occur in Honeoye Lake, located in the Towns of Canadice and Richmond, Ontario County, New York. The local
post office serving the area is Honeoye, NY 14471.

Potential Environmental Impacts:

As identified and discussed in the FEIS, the potential impacts are:

1. Impacts to the waterbody’s fish community resulting from aluminum toxicity.

2. Impacts to the lake’s benthic macroinvertebrate community resulting from occlusion and alteration of habitat caused by the
settled floc.

3. Anincrease in the density of the lake’s macrophyte community resulting from the increased clarity caused by the alum
treatment

4. Atemporary loss of recreational use of the lake during the actual application of the alum.
