The Ontario County Board of Supervisors (BOS) has received an Environmental Assessment Form, Part 1 and a
draft Part 2 (hereinafter referred to as the EAF) for Ontario County Capital Project No. 1 of 2003, which involves
remodeling and expansion of the Finger Lakes Performing Arts Center to seat 5,000 under the concert shell and the
construction of an approximately 70,000 square foot free standing building to house the Communications, Theater, and
Music Programs of the Visual and Performing Arts Department of the Finger Lakes Community College. Said project will
include stormwater management facilities and utility connections, a review of whether the project is exempt from local
zoning requirements, bonding authority for both the County of Ontario and the Ontario County Industrial Development
Agency, and funding from the State of New York. The BOS has tentatively determined that the proposed project is an
unlisted action under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR). .

The BOS has voluntarily elected to conduct a coordinated review of this project under SEQR. In coordinating the
review, the BOS has identified your agency as a potential involved or interested agency for this project. Accordingly, I am
enclosing a copy of part 1 and a draft part 2 of the EAF as tentatively proposed by the BOS, a Site Location Map, and a Site
Map for your agency’s review.

Please be advised that at its January 27, 2005, meeting the Ontario County Board of Supervisors established its
intent to act as lead agency under SEQR for this project, and coordinate the review with all Involved and Interested
Agencies. Your agency has until March 1, 2005, to either consent to or contest in writing the establishment of the BOS as
lead agency for the environmental review pursuant to SEQR for the new Ontario County Jail Project.

In order to solicit public input on the environmental review and its deliberation over whether the project is exempt
from local zoning requirements, the BOS shall hold a Public Hearing on Ontario County Capital Project No. 1 of 2003 at its
February 17, 2005, meeting. If established as lead agency, BOS could make a determination of significance as early as
March 10, 2005. Please forward all comments your agency may have pursuant to the environmental review and
determination of significance to this office by March 1, 2005, so that BOS may take them into consideration in its
determination of environmental significance for this project.

SIGNIFICANCE FOR CAPITAL PROJECT 1 OF 2003, FLCC AUDITORIUM AND
FLPAC PROJECT

WHEREAS, Resolution 144 - 2003 created Capital Project 1-2003, and Resolution 563
— 2004 defined the scope of said project to include both renovations and expansion of the Finger
Lakes Performing Arts Center and a free standing building to house three programs in the Visual
and Performing Arts Department at FLCC; and

WHEREAS, The Ontario County Board of Supervisors has received a schematic design
proposal for the renovations at FLPAC and a draft building Program for the Auditorium
building; and

WHEREAS, Said FLPAC renovation calls for the expansion of covered seating from
approximately 2,600 to 5,000 to a total site capacity of 15,000; and

WHEREAS, The draft Auditorium building program involves an approximately 600 seat
auditorium, instructional space, staff space, and ancillary spaces totaling approximately 70,000
square feet proposed to be located on the hill side between the Finger Lakes Performing Arts
Center concert shell and the ticket booth on the east side of the entry road in a location identified
by the study performed by Cannon Design; and

WHEREAS, Resolution 448-2003 adopted the updated master plan for FLCC; and

WHEREAS, Said FLCC master plan identified the need for additional instructional
space for the college in excess of what is currently proposed for the auditorium building, and
identified multiple maintenance and renovation projects necessary at the Finger Lakes
Performing Arts Center, all of which are addressed by the proposed schematic design; and

WHEREAS, The Ontario County Capital Improvement Plan, 2005 - 2010 includes both
the Auditorium building and FLPAC renovation projects ; and

WHEREAS, Bonding must by authorized by this Board prior to Construction of this
